The government  is planning to increase housing numbers in West Worcestershire from 

24,500 to 25,500! The Conservative controlled Wychavon District Council has requested an 

extension to the preparation period on the Regional Spatial Strategy, which would now see 

25,500 houses built across West Worcestershire, by up to 9 months. This will allow more 

time to complete the evidence based investigations needed to support the Joint  Strategy, 

which will now not be submitted until after June 2010. 

 

Councillor Judy Pearce, Portfolio Holder for Planning  at WDC said “It is essential that all  

implications and consequences of any Government imposed top down plan be properly evaluated 

if we are to avoid a complete long term planning disaster.   

 

It is clear that with the difficulties and implications of such a long term plan (almost 20 years), 

we are given sufficient time to ensure that all aspects of any proposals are fully evaluated. It is 

unfortunate that we are not allowed a “bottom up” approach to our long term planning by this 

Government, but we have no choice in the matter under Labour’s dictates.” 

 

Harriett Baldwin, the Conservative Parliamentary Candidate said, “I am delighted that the three 

South Worcestershire Councils have agreed to ask for an extension, and deplore the  

government’s attempts to increase housing numbers. As we heard loud and clear from  

Conservative Party Chairman Eric Pickles and Shadow Housing Minister Grant Shapps, if we get a 

Conservative government elected we will immediately abolish these  top-down, Stalinist housing 

plans.”

Recycling rates leap! Speed signs on the 

way in South Bredon 

Hill 

Bredon residents have long been worried by the 

speed of traffic in the village, and at last Councillor 

Adrian Hardman has managed to get officials to  

listen. 

 

Thanks to Adrian a speed activated sign will be rolled 

out in five locations around the Bredon and South Bredon 

Hill area. The sign will be in location for two weeks  

before being moved to the next spot. 

 

Adrian Hardman said “I hope this will have the effect of 

lowering speeds in the area. The current policy is driven 

by the idea of accident black spots. This is not very  

helpful in a mainly rural area where our accidents are 

thinly spread. I have also been in talks with the police in 

the hope they will carry out more speed enforcement. I 

am aiming for lower speeds in the whole area.” 

The Conservative run County Council 

is continuing to improve the quality 

of footways in the County with  

another injection of £3m into the 

Budget next year, which will see that 

the condition of footways across the 

County is raised. 

 

Councillor Adrian Hardman  

commented “We have made some  

progress in the past two years with the 

Bredon to Kemerton Footway being  

improved. I know the County Council 

are going to resurface the access paths 

to Bredon Norton church, and the 

stretch outside the Telephone  

exchange in Bredon in the near future.”  

 

Adrian Hardman has also asked  

Bredon Parishioners for help in  

identifying the worst spots in the  

parish, which could do with  

resurfacing. Adrian Hardman said “If 

there are any pavements that you 

would like to see repaired please report 

it to me either by phone or e-mail and I 

will do my best to get it fixed.”

Since the introduction of wheelie bins in Bredon  

recycling rates have soared. 

 

Councillor Adrian Hardman said “Bredon residents should 

be proud of their recycling efforts” . Bredon has always had 

a higher rate for recycling than many other parts of  

Wychavon and the latest figures are outstanding.  

 

Before the introduction of wheelie bins, recycling rates 

stood at 29%. The new wheelie bin system has seen this rise 

to 46%. 

 

Adrian Hardman said “I am expecting this to rise even 

higher as we take more types of material in the new year 

with the opening of the new sorting planting at Norton.”
