The government  is planning to increase housing numbers in West Worcestershire from 24,500 to 

25,500! The Conservative controlled Malvern Hills District Council has requested an extension to the 

consultation period on the Regional Spatial (Housing) Strategy, which would now see 25,500 houses 

built across West Worcestershire, by up to 12 months. This will allow more time to complete the  

evidence based investigations needed to support the Joint  Strategy. 

 

Councillor David Hughes, Portfolio Holder for Planning at MHDC and Chairman of the Joint Advisory 

Panel charged with coordinating activities across MHDC, Wychavon and Worcester City said ñIt is  

essential that all implications and consequences of any Government imposed top down plan be properly 

evaluated if we are to avoid a complete long term planning disaster.   

 

It is clear that with the difficulties and implications of such a long term plan (almost 20 years), we are given 

sufficient time to ensure that all aspects of any proposals are fully evaluated. It is unfortunate that we are not 

allowed a ñbottom upò approach to our long term planning by this Government, but we have no choice in 

the matter under Labourôs dictates.ò 

 

The extension would mean that by the time the Council has to decide on this issue there will have been a 

general election and hopefully a change in Government. 

 

Harriett Baldwin, the Conservative Parliamentary Candidate said, ñI am delighted that the three South 

Worcestershire Councils have agreed to ask for an extension, and deplore the governmentôs attempts to  

increase housing numbers. As we heard loud and clear from Conservative Party Chairman Eric Pickles and 

Shadow Housing Minister Grant Shapps, if we get a Conservative government elected we will immediately 

abolish these  top-down, Stalinist housing plans.ò

Having consulted local residents over  

proposed changes to how refuse is collected, the 

Malvern Hills District Council decided to stick 

firmly with the current refuse sack collection. 

This means, no wheelie bins! 

 

Cllr David Watkins said, ñFrom next April there 

will also be an increase in the range of items you 

can put into recyclable waste, such as tetrapaks. 

April will also see the introduction of  red bags 

which will be collected weekly and will hold all 

recyclable items, rather than having to put different 

bags out on different weeks. Full information on 

the changes will be available in the New Year.ò 

 

The introduction of red bags means that there will 

be less waste that needs to go into black bags,  

cutting down the amount of residual waste. 

 

Cllr Jenny Kelly said, ñI welcome the introduction of the new red bag 

which not only simplifies recycling, but means less waste will go to  

landfill. I am also pleased we are keeping our weekly refuse sack  

collectionò

Conservatives in Malvern Hills have been successful in their

Harriett Baldwin said, "I would like to thank Cllr Derek Prodger at 

Worcestershire County Council for heeding the messages from  

Malvern passengers that we all passed on to him.  I would also like to 

thank Malvern Hills District Council for their support in full Council. 

   

However, questions do remain about the long term sustainability of 

the service as it is currently being subsidised by the County Council 

and will only continue for a few more months. I would like to know 

from First buses how many passengers would make the service  

viable without this public subsidy.  In the meantime, let's all use the 

service and make sure it lasts." 

 

Cllr Jenny Kelly said, ñI hope residents will continue to use this bus 

service and that First buses will decide to keep it running without 

funding from the taxpayer.ò

ñThe Elim International Centre has now  

officially opened and has welcomed its first  

students. I was recently invited to tour the Col-

lege by Andrew Cave, the General Manager,  

which allowed me to meet many of the staff and 

students. 

 

The construction work that has been taking 

place at St. Jamesô Primary School has meant 

car parking on Croft Bank and De Walden Road 

has been limited, an issue raised by several  

residents. I have discussed this with Andrew 

Cave who informs me that the contractors at the 

Primary School have been allowed to park on 

the Elim College site, therefore reducing the 

amount of car parking space available to staff 

and students. Once the construction work has 

been completed this will free up more car  

parking spaces. 

 

A number of residents have also told me of their 

concerns relating to overgrown vegetation on 

Blackheath Road, Old Hallow and Cowleigh 

Bank. I forwarded these concerns onto the 

County Highways Department requesting  

urgent action before the onset of winter. 

 

Finally there is good news to report on the  

playground area in West Malvern. Thanks to  

Conservatives at Malvern Hills District Council 

and the help from the Parish Council, the  

Section 106 monies for Scotland House have 

been secured and we can look forward to  

making the necessary improvements.
